Junior Golf Memberships

On Tuesday, June 9, 2009, the Board of Directors approved an enhancement to our
Junior Membership. This is an exciting opportunity for our club to continue to
grow the game of golf. Children not covered under a parents’ membership may
join the club with the limited privileges outlined below. The limited membership
will cost $300. Contact Greg with any questions and to obtain an application.

Definitions

Junior Member ~ a child of a regular or associate member who is attending
college as a full-time student, who is under the age of 23 years, has fully paid their
dues and assessments and has limited golfing privileges as established by the
Board of Directors.

Student Member ~ a full-time student in grade school, high school or college, who
1s at least 8 years old and under the age of 23, has fully paid their dues and
assessments and has limited golfing privileges as established by the Board of
Directors.

Playing Privileges

No play is allowed during restricted times, such as scheduled events. Play is
limited on each day unless approved by the general manager or golf professional.
Check with Greg for the specific daily restrictions.

Rules for Student and Junior Members
e Always check with the pro shop before teeing off.

e Tee times can be made 2 days in advance.

® You may utilize the range per the posted policy.

e [RCC carts may only be rented and operated with a valid drivers license.

¢ Food and soft drinks may be ordered from the club lounge or pit areas only.
Junior/Student members must be accompanied by a regular member in the
dining room.

¢ Junior/Student members do not have any guest privileges.

¢ Junior/Student members must keep pace of play standards.

¢ Junior/Student members must attend orientation.
